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A Message from Pastor Chuck Cary 
 

At a meeting of the congregation on Sunday, July 26, the 
Moorings took action to eliminate the third pastor position and 
dissolve the relationship with the Reverend Dr. Kathleen Weller.  
Driving this decision was a continuing decline on our financial 
health as well as a careful analysis of the church’s needs for full-
time clergy staff.  Personally, I am disappointed in this 
development in that we had just reorganized the program staff 
responsibilities to align better with everyone’s strengths.  It was 
my hope that 2009-2010 would see us improving our efforts to 
meet one of our greatest needs, membership development, and to 
continue to revitalize Christian Education programs for all ages.  
We will still strive to meet these needs, but will do so with a 
reconfigured team of lay and professional leadership. 

 
What about Kathleen and her future?  Also enacted at the 
Congregational Meeting was a severance package of six months 

compensation which allows her some breathing space to seek her next call.  The Presbyterian Church as a 
denomination mirrors society, mired as we are in an economic recession.  There are fewer openings with 
more pastors seeking calls than churches seeking pastors.  Many which do have open positions are choosing 
to suspend or cancel their searches altogether until a more favorable economy returns.  Please pray for 
Kathleen, her husband Sam, and her extended family during this time of transition.  Her last Sunday will be 
August 30 at which time there will be opportunities for farewell.  
 

What about continuing leadership at the Moorings?  As I indicated in a recent letter to the congregation, 
now is a time for a variety of folks, clergy and lay, to rise to the occasion.  The current program staff is 
being asked to do more.  Also, I will be meeting with our volunteer retired clergy with the idea that they can 
assume additional responsibilities.  For example, the Reverend Nancy Stewart is considering greater 
involvement in Presbyterian Women’s ministries, leading Bible Studies for Circle leaders.  Nancy and 
husband Steele, have already contributed much time and energy to our small group ministries.  Nancy will 
bring a familiar face and loving spirit to these tasks.  I have spoken with The Reverend Dr. Frank Mohr, Jr. 
with the notion of expanding his calling efforts in season.  Unfortunately, The Reverend  Dr.  Herb 
Anderson, who has assisted in worship and helped in new member calling, is having cardiac valve 
replacement as I write.  I will not press Herb to do more when he and Mary Lou return to Naples.  I will 
also speak with other retired clergy associated with our congregation in an effort to encourage their 
ministries here. 
 

Finally, such changes in the way we do things present us with a choice.  We can fall prey to self-pity, retreat 
into the mentality of a beleaguered church, and pine for the good old days when things were different. Or, 
we can seize the day, roll up our sleeves, and continue to work hard for Jesus Christ in this part of the 
world.  My belief is that the good people of the Moorings will choose the latter, embodying the spirit of folks 
like David Moss, our founding pastor.  When he and about nine others gathered in the Music Room at 
Naples High School for our first worship service in 1965, they believed in God and believed in what God 
was calling them to do, to be the best possible church.  Our calling is no less.   See you in church!

·  Various program cuts were made to keep the expenses the same as they were in 2008 
·  Switched insurance carriers and saved $18,000  
·  No staff salary increases 
·  Changed from having custodians to a cleaning service to save money 
·  Conducted survey of 20 Florida churches comparable to Moorings to compare operations and seek cost saving ideas 

·  Initiated changes which will save $130,000 in 2010 Payroll 
·  Moorings has taken steps to reduce the ordained staff to be in line with our currents needs

·  Further cuts may be necessary 
·  We need to grow in our average dollar commitment per family
