Kyiv Symphony Orchestra and Chorus from Ukraine
Saturday, October 9 at 7:30 PM

How did this come to be? The tenth KSOC US tour is
a ministry of Music Mission Kiev begun in 1995 when
Roger and Diane McMurrin (Presbyterian church
musicians from Florida) decided to form their own
unigue mission in Ukraine. Having lived already in
Kiev for two years, and having formed the Kyiv
Symphony Orchestra and Chorus, they saw the needs
of Ukraine and how music played an important part in
people’s lives. Musicians who were atheists and
agnostics became warm to the Gospel, and many
were coming to Christ. In fact, in their first worship
service in 1994, one hundred musicians stood to
receive Christ as Savior.

Hyacinth Series needs the help of the wider
community. In fact, First Presbyterian Church of
Bonita Springs joins with us to underwrite the concert

costs and provide bed and breakfast to the 85 visitors
for Saturday, October 9. We ask everyone to help
recruit home-stays for this pre-season undertaking.

The KSOC tours the US, not just to perform world-
class music, but to bring the mission field to America.
Many of our Ukrainian guests have become
Christians, yet there is still an opportunity for Christian
witness. Developing close relationships with people
who were enemies for seventy years has been a
miraculous experience in previous tours. These new
relationships have touched many hearts--American as
well as Ukrainian.
