When we rise and come forwattefor
Sacrament, that movement is emblematic of the truth that we ard talle
respond to God, to “rise up and go.” Both methods are theologically
appropriate and a sign of the fact that each is meaningful and powerful to
different worshippers in slightly different ways.

For some it was powerful, insgiriand
reverent. For others, it was none of these. As Christians ifPribkestant

Whether by intinction or distridusiemse a heartfelt appreciation
amongst you for its joy and its renewal.

Whether you prefer distribution by intinction, or service to your pewnibee profound meaning is contained in the
supper itself. Therein we believe the risen Christ meetsndsead broken representing His body, and wine poured,
representing His blood. What lingers long after the elementsbemreconsumed is His love — which will never be lost,
no matter which method we prefer.

“Several years ago, Moorings instituted a way for about 50 kids with lblest grades but with limited
financial means to be considered for a scholarship to pay a $30 stipenggse to attend the Jim Smith
School. In addition, a stipend of $225 per has been granted to help pameitksthe cost of education
after the sixth grade. Typically, students have to pay transportatiosts, clothes, uniforms, shoes, and
tuition which prevented many parents from being able to afford secondary edueddtir their kids. (Prior
to awarding these scholarships, very few of the graduates were able to attend segsotanl.)

Paco Valiente provided an excellent overview of

the entire scholarship program. Parents meet

each year to present their children's application

to the program. They have learned the value of a

merit-based set of principles and the benefits for

their children. They bring copies of the

children's grades to a neighborhood committee

(including Anibal Romero, Elario Torres and one

other member of El Buen Pastor Consistorio) for

review and evaluation. The top 15 students

(based upon merit) are chosen for secondary

grades 1,2, and 3 (a total of 45 students). Another

eleven students were also chosen at the career levelr(sfteondary, but before college). Parents receive
a check administered by Paco Valiente and overseen by the subgnaump El Buen Pastor Session.
Finally, Paco travels to each of six secondary schools to speak t@theol administrators and confirms
that the students are indeed in attendance. If not, then thdéld is removed from eligibility for the
scholarship and the next student in the scholarship queue by merit is movediace.

| (C. D'Acosta) spoke to parents of four scholarship recipients, dnbelieve the program has good
overall controls and the monies are getting to the familiesneed. A question was raised as to whether
there should be any oversight of the parents to prevent any migtipg of the scholarship monies. Upon
reflection of this question, we considered it undesirable amhecessary to audit each family in their use
of scholarship monies—so long as there is satisfactory evidehat ¢ach child in fact attending the
secondary schools as expected. Again Paco assured us that each sisidenfirmed to be attending the
appropriate school as a final verification to the administrative process.”
